ASU was present at the Sustainable Leadership and Academic Excellence International Conference that was
organized by the University of Bahrain from 9 to 11 November 2021 under the Chairmanship of Dr. Diana

Abdulkarim Aljahromi, Director of the Unit for Teaching Excellence and Leadership at UoB.

One of the papers presented by ASU at the Conference was authored by Mr. Abdulla Al Khaja, Director of

Administration and Finance at ASU and Acting Advisor to the President for Follow-up Affairs, in collaboration with

Mr. Hatem Dammak, Head of Audit and Compliance Unit and Acting Secretary General of University Councils, under ,

the title: “Researching Leadership Styles in Higher Education in the Arab World Using Bolman and Deal’s Four-Frame

Framework: A Literature Review”.

The article looked at the evolution of the leadership theories in general and their application in the higher
educational field in particular, namely from the lenses of the four-frame leadership framework developed by
Bolman and Deal. It then looked at the application of this framework to study leadership at Arabic higher education
institutions and concluded that the research is lacking in this regard. During their presentation that took
place virtually, Mr. Abdulla and Mr. Hatem added that they intend to mend this research gap by conducting

empirical field work and hope they will be able to share their findings in the next edition of the conference.

The presentation went very smoothly and the Q&A session after the presentation was very informative for all
attendees. At the end, the session moderator thanked Mr. Abdulla and Mr. Hatem for their valuable contribution to

the conference and wished them success with their future research.
